1. Introduction

Application Process: Each and every students enrolled in courses offered by JNWAC are 

considered for the scholarship along with their admission. 

 

3. Haleema Beevi Memorial Scholarship 

Eligibility: Hostel students enrolled in courses offered by JNWAC. 

Funding Source: Jamia Nadwiyya Trust 

Amount: Full hostel fee waiver for the duration of the course. 

Application Process: Each and every hostel students enrolled in courses offered by 

JNWAC are considered for the scholarship along with their admission. 

 

4. Al-Janah Educational Grant 

Eligibility: economically disadvantaged students enrolled in courses offered by JNWAC. 

Funding Source: JNWAC Students Union 

Amount: Amount will vary based on the financial needs of the applicants and the availability 

of funds. 

Application Process: JNWAC Students Union will notify the students about the grant and 

collect personal statement of the applicants about their financial status. The students union 

verifies and provide the grant to eligible students.
